Sectional Tournament

Post Season Championships

The Section Five Lacrosse Tournament determines cham-
pions that move forward to the New York State tourna-
ment sponsored by the NYSPHSAA. There are three tour-
nament classes (A, B and C) as determined by school
size (BEDS numbers). Class A schools have student en-
rollments of 1,100 or more. Class B schools have 650 to
1,049 students and Class C schools have less than 650
students. (These number changed for the 2010 -2011
season.)

Pittsford has received approval from the Section Five Ex-
ecutive Committee to sponsor a "combined school" pro-

gram with students from both Pittsford Sutherland and Pittsford Mendon playing on a
"district team". Pittsford is therefore in Class A as their student populations are combined

(Sutherland at 752 plus Mendon at 768 = 1,560). Honeoye and Bloomfield have received per-
mission to join as a class C team (538 combined). Greece has combined Odyssey (334) and
Athena (973) = 1,307 for one Class A team and has combined Arcadia (935) and Olympia

(929) = 1,864 for another Class A team.

McQuaid's BEDS number of 496 is doubled (992) because they are a "single gender" school.

Tournament Seeding

For many years Section Five has used a
"power based" seeding procedure which
has been designed to reward teams for
winning against "strong" teams while dis-
couraging teams from seeking winning
records by beating "weaker" teams.

A review of the "seeding vs winning" sta-

tistics shows that teams seeded in the up-

per half of the seeding almost always win,

although the top teams are not always the

ultimate champions. When it comes to

tournament time, "anyone can win". In the

2008 Class A tournament the top 4 teams

finished as seeded. In Class B and Class C, the top 3 teams finished as seeded. The
seeding was effective.

The system is not as complicated as it seems at first look. Perhaps the most difficult
concept is that we must wait until the end of the season before knowing how the

seeding will come out. This is because the final win -loss record for every team played
must be determined before "seeding points" can be awarded.

Earning Points

Points earned are based on the final win/loss percentage for each opponent played.
A team that has won 75% of its games gives its opponent 10 points if the opponent
wins or 4 points if their opponent loses. A team under 75% but at least 50% gives 8
points for a win and 3 points for a loss. A team under 50% but at least 25% gives 6
points for a win and 2 points for a loss. Finally, a team under 25% gives 4 points for a
win and 1 point for a loss.

The number of points earned by a team are then added together and divided by the
number of games played so as to find the average points per game. The teams with
the highest averages are seeded highest in the tournament.
